Yearly Reporting- please take time to read this and ask a teacher if you need more information. 

During week 8, the week commencing 7th December, you will receive your child’s yearly report. Students in Years K-6 will receive yearly reports in the Departmental format. Teachers access the report on the Departmental reporting website. Kinders are not graded, you will receive a comment for each Key Learning Area and an effort ranking for Kinder.

Students will be given a grade for their achievement and for their effort in class work because it is important to acknowledge the amount of work each child puts into his or her work.

Teachers examine a large range of material in order to assess each child. As set out by the Department of Education and Training grades of outstanding, high, sound, and basic are given on each key learning area to describe how each child is performing against the expected outcomes for midyear. 

A grade of sound means that the student is on track in that particular KLA for this time of year.  A grade of ‘basic’ means there is work to do to bring the student up to year expectations. That is another reason that it is important to know what level of effort is put into work. If a child is doing his or her very best it is important to acknowledge this and give positive feedback for this effort.

	The student has an elementary knowledge and understanding in few areas of the content and has achieved very limited competence in some of the processes and skills.
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
